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NOTICE 
 

1. The Whirlpool Steam Shower Room needs to be installed and 
repaired by a qualified electrician . 

2. The Whirlpool Steam Shower power supply has special circuits, 
which require good grounding line protection. The cable 
should be securely attached and the power supply cable 
sectional area should be thicker than �  8mm2. Users must 
install electric leakage protection switches in the supply line 
with the movement electric current at 30mA and specified 
electric current at 16A (32A).  

3. The power is AC 220V±10%, 50Hz (110V ±10%, 60Hz).  

4. With the high current, the user’s home needs to request 
installing a leakage protection switch in the supply line 
before installing this steam shower unit.  

5. The water pressure is 0.2~0.6Mpa. 

6. The hot water temperature supplied to the bathtub should be 
cooler than 70� C. 

7. The power must be disconnected to do any and all 
maintenance. 

8. Children and those with limited self care abilities should not use 
the steam shower alone. 

9. In order to not damage the water pump gasket seal, do not start 
the water pump without water.

Bathtub Use

2. Electric Air Pressure Switch Sketch: In the sketch below, K1 is 
an air switch. The switch’s purpose is to utilize air pressure 
when turned on. Ensure the electric contact with water can be 
securely used.

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3. Foot Massager: While taking a shower, pull out the “foot 

massager” on the wallboard and place it in the bathtub. Open 
the cover, adjust the distribute water valve knob to the location 
“ ”.

At this time, rub your foot back and forth on the 
massager’s plastic column gently and you will experience the 
joy of “foot massage” at this moment.

�  Non-My Bath electrical equipment should NOT be connected to the 
Steam Shower unit. Unauthorized disassembly and repackaging of 
fixed Steam Shower unit wirings or pulling up and inserting wirings 
and plug-ins in the power control cabinet is strictly prohibited.  

�  Pipelines should be connected to the main steam engine water 
outlet during installation so water drains correctly in the room.

It is recommended 
the main steam engine be checked every three months and 
cleaned according to the scaling situation. Cleaning Procedures: 
mix 5-10 grams of citric acid with 1.4 liters of warm water and then 
dismantle the pipe connecting to the main engine outlet. Next, 
inject the citric acid solution in the outlet, connect the steam pipe, 
leaving it aside for 60 minutes, and then switch on the machines 
heating for 30 minutes before switching off the machine and 
emptying.  
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�  Connect the power control cabinet wirings according to the plug-in 
parameters and specifications. Output wirings should not be 
mutually short circuit.  

�  The Steam Shower unit must be strictly installed accordance to the 
installation instructions, regulations, and by a licensed 
professional.

�  System Booting:  When the electricity is on, press the Power 

On/Off button to start the machine. The LCD screen will indicate 
the current room temperature. The lights will also be on and the 
system will be in stand-by status. 
 

�  Steam Function: Press Steam button to switch on/off the steam 
function. The LCD screen will display the steam symbols indicating 
its working status. Steam will not function normally when there is a 
water shortage and the LCD screen displays water shortage 
symbols. 

 
�  Temperature Setting:  Press the Temperature Setting Button once 

and the LCD screen will display the previously set temperature for 
Steam Bath and the temperature unit -� -. Continue to press the 
Temperature Setting Button to adjust temperature for Steam Bath. 
Each time you press the Temperature Setting Button, the 
temperature increase 2� . The LCD screen usually shows ambient 
temperature. If the real temperature is higher than the set 
temperature, the steam function will fail to start.  

 
�  Time Setting:  Press the Time Setting Button once and the system

The remote control’s effectiveness distance is influenced by the 
operating environment. Avoid using the remote control in places with 
strong light and radiation or it may lose efficiency and/or the effective 
distance may be shortened.   
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ELECTRONIC POWER BOX CIRCUIT 
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Regular maintenance 
 

1. Clean the Steam Shower regularly with liquid detergent and a 
soft cloth. Do not clean with acetone, ammonia, and materials 
containing organic solvents as this will destroy the bathtub 
surface. 

2. If the surface has a scotch or cigarette burn, polish it with a 
waterproof abrasive paper NO.1200 first. Then use NO.2000 
waterproof abrasive paper to polish carefully. Finally use 
toothpaste to polish.  

3. Chromium-Plating Parts Maintenance: Wipe the chromium- 
plating parts lightly with cotton flannel. Do not polish with a 
coarse cloth.  

4. Acupressure Massage System� Fill 40ºC hot water to above 
spray nozzle. Add specified amount of sanitizer then start the 
acupressure massage system for about 5 minutes. Stop the 
pump and drain off water. Then add branch water, restart 
acupressure massage for about 3 minutes, turn off, and then 
clean the bathtub after the water drains off. While using the 
acupressure massage system, do not add foaming materials or 
excessive plant cosmetics as this may jam the drain screen. 

5. Teak-decorated sheet and seat board should be wiped dry with 
a dry cloth after each use. If not using the steam room for a 
long period of time, you can take teak-decorated sheet away 
and put it in a dry place.  

6. Please keep the tub basin clean. Unscrew the drain cover 
regularly to clean out hair and other debris or the drain pipeline 
will likely jam. 

7. Cleaning Steam Generator: Add 5-10 grams of citric acid to 1.5-
2.0 liters of warm water and pour into the steam generator 
located by the rubber tube. Let it sit for 8-12 hours, then drain 
the water sanitizer by electric heating. Wait 30 hours to use.  

8. The hot water temperature in the bathtub should under 70� C�   
9. After using the bathtub, turn off the water, turn off the bathtub 

power switch, and close the bathtub door. 
10. Maintenance must happen without disconnecting the electricity. 
11. Children and those with limited self-care abilities should not use 

the Steam Shower alone. 
12. Do not start the water pump without water or you may damage 

the water pump seal gasket.
